Read Mark 12:41-44
Q3. What stands out about the widow in this story? Why
did Jesus single her out?

Q4. What can we learn from this story? Should we also
put in everything we have (v44) or is there an attitude
that we need to look at?

Q5. Read 2 Corinthians 8:12
What parallels do we see between Mark 12:41-44 and 2
Corinthians 8:12?



GOING DEEPER

1 Corinthians 16:1-4

Q6. Giving to God in our finances has always been a
practice of believers. From as early as Genesis 14:18-20
we see tithing introduced, through to Jesus’
observation at the temple. It is also found in our primary
passage from Mark 12, and of course In the early Church
as found in 1 Corinthians 16. As Christians, how should
we respond to financal tithing?

Q7. On Sunday we were challenged to look through a
filter from our finances to our family, our time, through
to our friends and ask the questions:

e \What have you got?

e How do you treat it?

e \What do you do with it?

Using your decision on Sunday, what is God speaking to
you to give back to him? How can you use the
guestions to guide you to an action point?
